- These instructions show a right hand open - door setup, the left hand open - door setup is the
same except symmetrically opposite.

- Whatever your door opening (36", 48", 60" for example) that distance between door posts,
MUST NOT be over that dimension, it can be less than by an %" or more. Otherwise the door will not fully

close and leave a gap. /

Note: Depending on panel widths and post locations, There can be a situation in which the slide
will not extend far enough to be able to mount to the post bracket. In which case a bracket must
be mounted some where on the panel. see below to determine which method to use.
